A GENE

Anthony Henderson, the college’s student body president, is talking about a
sermon he’s preparing for high school chapel from Exodus 1, 2, and 3. He explains
that they’re some of his favourite passages because he identifies with Moses.

“What a statement, hey?” he says
with a laugh.

“l always see the burning bush
as almost like a picture of Moses
himself. This dry ... spiritually dead
thing, and God is this fire that just
wants to come all around him. He
says, ‘I'm going to ignite you for a
generation. I’'m going to use you to
call out this people out of bondage
and into freedom.”

Anthony believes God has ignited
him for the same thing.

It started during a relief trip to
the Czech Republic when he was 16.
A flood had devastated the region,
so his church went to distribute
supplies and Bibles. In a tiny church
filled with some of the poorest, most
passionate people Anthony had ever
met—"they were singing their faces
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off,” he said—God urged him to serve
in pastoral ministry.

After the trip, he knew he needed
to do the same kind of work—feeding
people’s bodies and souls—for the
rest of his life.

Shortly afterward, he moved to
New Jersey and began looking at
colleges. While his friends visited
Berkeley and Columbia, he visited a
little Canadian college he discovered
on the Internet one day.

He arrived on campus for
Experience Briercrest, and the
temperature never rose above forty
below zero—but the warmth of the
people drew him in.

Anthony began at Briercrest that
fall, intent on continuing the work
God had charged him with. As he
studied, he learned how badly he
needed a thorough understanding of

theology to be an effective leader.
He also became convinced that he
needed to “be outwardly focused.”

While other students spent
their summers working, Anthony
preached—in Brazil (2005), the
Ukraine (2006), Zambia (2007),
Honduras (2009), and Germany
(2009).

In his third year, Anthony
served in residence leadership.
The following year, he was elected
student body president—and again
the year after that.

Under Anthony’s leadership,
student government has
implemented a new policy: each
year, they will hold chapels that
raise awareness about injustice.
Following those, students will act on
what they’ve learned during a Day
of Action.




During this year’s justice
chapel (January 28, 2010), Anthony
called our students to partner with
Compassion Canada and give to
the relief efforts in Haiti. They also
participated in three seminars:
Racism at our Front Door, Poverty on
the Streets of Moose Jaw, and Out
of the Shadows—Child Prostitution in
Canada.

During Day of Action (January 29,
2010), Anthony encouraged students
to respond to the call for justice by
contributing to our communities in
Caronport, Moose Jaw, and Regina by
volunteering in soup kitchens, drop-
in-centres, and with our Maintenance
department.

“We have to be the ones who
empower people to go out and play
their part,” Anthony says. “Kind of
being the hands and feet of Christ.”

NMEALLY doing?

After the freefall in the markets we experienced in
